'RESURRECTION, -
Hope &;ﬁu/mfion

A while ago, we looked at the hope of salvation we have because
of the biblical and historical reality of Jesus’ resurrection (See

1 Corinthians 15:1-6). We need to all remember, Jesus said of
Himself, “For even the Son of Man did not come to be served,
but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many” (Mark
10:45). Yes, Jesus freely gave His life for us on the Cross of
Calvary as He cried out with a loud voice, “Father, ‘into Your
hands | commit My spirit.” Having said this, He breathed His
last” (Luke 23:46).

So, technically, no one killed Jesus; He willingly gave up His life.
Nicodemus and Joseph of Arimathea took Him off the Cross and
buried Him in a borrowed tomb that belonged to Joseph. He
only needed it for the weekend. He did not stay in the grave. This
is our hope of salvation! He is risen. He is risen indeed. Because
Jesus arose just as He promised, He revealed His eternal power
and His divinity, making known the reality of His power to keep all
His promises.

Paul tells the Church in Corinth, “...all the promises of God in Him
are Yes, and in Him Amen, to the glory of God through us” (2
Corinthians 1:20). Jesus said, ““Destroy this temple, and in three
days | will raise it up.’ Then the Jews said, ‘It has taken forty-six
years to build this temple, and will You raise it up in three days?’
But He was speaking of the temple of His body” (John 2:19-21).
His resurrection was proof of this statement for sure.

In John 11:25-27, Jesus tells Martha, ““l am the resurrection and
the life. He who believes in Me, though he may die, he shall live.
And whoever lives and believes in Me shall never die. Do you
believe this?’ She said to Him, ‘Yes, Lord, | believe that You are
the Christ, the Son of God, who is to come into the world.”” This
is what we all need to do. Believe in Jesus for eternal life because
He is risen.

Remember, Jesus also said to Nicodemus, “For God so loved
the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever
believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. For
God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world,
but that the world through Him might be saved” (John 3:16-17).

Now, Jesus has been the redemption plan from before the
foundations of the world. This message of the good news of
redemption, transformation, and life after death, often called
“the Gospel,” is what we are commmanded to share with others.
We must tell others about Jesus the risen and only Savior.
Everywhere we go, every day, make room for the work of the
Gospel (Matthew 28:18-20).
